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Minsk,K 18 November 1996. The International Helsinki
Federation for Human Rights(IHF) and the Belarussian
Haelsinki Committee call upon President Lukashenka to respect
all the decisions of the Constitutional Court, including the
November 4 ruling that the proposed Constitutional
referendum and surrounding procedures are illegal and should
be stopped.

According to the customs of civilized nations, the decisions
of supreme judicial bodies must be respected. The IHF and
the Belarussian Helsinki Committee call upon the President
to keep Belarus in the community of democratic countries,
following those norms.

According to the Chairman of the Constitutional Court,
Valery Tikhinya, a legal provision for early voting in
exceptional cases is being massively abused for the purpose
of manipulating the vote on the referendum and undermining
parliamentary elections scheduled to take Place on November
24. No text of the draft Constitution was available until
November 12, three days after voting started.

According to the Chairman of the Parliament, Semyon
Sharetski, the Central Election Commission has no funds to
support the referendum and does not know where funds to
Support it are coming from. The number of ballots which were
printed is unknown to the Commission and thus there is no
control over the procedure. Following the illegal dismissal
of the Chairman of the Commission by the President, the
Commission is paralvzed.

The IHF and the Belarussian Helsinki Committee deplore the
continuing downward spiral of events in Belarus, which
threatens the emergence of a democratic and open society
based on the principles of separation of powers, democratic
Pluralism, the rule of law and respect for human rights

Indeed, the President's actions and proposals for
Constitutional change are utterly at variance with Belarus's
Commitments to international human rights standards
undertaken in the Helsinki process. Among other things, the
new draft of the Constitution would expand the powers of the

pPresident and in many cases, negatively affec: human rights
protaection.
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A delegation of representatives of national Helsinki
committees fromJsix European countries have come to Belarus
to express solidarity with the Belarussian Helsinki
Committee and with the forces for civil society in Belarus.
At its General Assembly meeting in Vilnius this past week,
the Belarussian Helsinki Committee was unanimously admitted
to the IHF.

The IHF is deeply concerned that Mr. Lukashenka's attacks on
the validity of the rulings of the Constitutional Court, his
control over all electronic media and recent crackdown on
the remaining independent press, his threats to dissoclve
Parliament, his interference in the right of peaceful
assembly and freedom of association and his penchant for
issuing decrees in violation of the Belarus Constitution,
all point to a further deterioration of the human rights
situation and efforts to silence legitimate dissent. Such
actions display an unacceptable disdain for observance of
Belarussian laws and international human rights norms.

Rule of Law. Respect for the rule of law and the
independence of the courts has been seriously compromised.
The President has consistently disregarded the rulings of
the Constitutional Court and has threatened to suspend its
activities. The Court has found 18 presidential decrees to
be in whole or in part in contravention of the Constitution.
The IHF has received information that the office of the

President has exerted pressure on the courts, in wviolation
of the Constitution.

Freedom of Assembly. Restrictions on freedom of assembly
have increased and taken new forms. Workers, demonstrating
for higher wages have been arrested, immediately convicted
of demonstrating illegally and fined up to three months
minimuam salary.

In other cases, city officials have granted permission to
hold demonstrations only the day before the proposed date.
The authorities arbitrarily do not permit citizens to
demonstrate where they choose. In connection with various
demonstrations there have been incidents of gross police
brutality.

The Helsinki Committees of the International Helsinki
Federation, in beginning formal cooperaticn with the Belarus
Helsinki Committee, are determined to speak out against such
violations of the Helsinki principles and to work
constructively towards compliance with those principles. The
IHF pledges its full support for the efforts of the Belarus
Helsinki Committee to help secure the civil, political and
human rights of all citizens within a democratic framework.
